Code of Ethics & Conduct Policy
General Principles

This code of Ethics and Conduct Policy applies to all those involved in the sport of basketball in Templeogue Basketball Club. All such individuals have a responsibility to act according to the highest standards of integrity and to ensure that the reputation of basketball is beyond reproach. Everyone involved in basketball, both adults and young people, have a responsibility to treat everyone with dignity, respect, sensitivity and fairness and should be able to participate in an enjoyable and safe environment and be protected from abuse.
Coaches
All Coaches should:-

· Consider the safely and wellbeing of all individuals in their charge

· Ensure that all training and playing demands are not detrimental to the wellbeing of the players and are reasonable dependent upon age, maturity, experience and ability of players.

· Ensure that their competence and ability is sufficient so that the safety of the player is not compromised.

· Abide by all rules and policies of Basketball Ireland.

· Be a positive role model

· Refrain from undue public criticism of other coaches or officials

Players
All players should:-
· Treat team-mates, opponents and officials with respect and consideration at all times – treat them as you would like to be treated.
· Know and abide by the rules and spirit if the game.

· Avoid violence on the court and help an injured opponent.

· Learn to accept victory and defeat with humility & dignity

· Work equally hard for yourself and your team

· Be a good sport

Spectators
All spectators should:-

· Acknowledge good performance and fair play by opponents as well as by your own team. 

· Show respect for opponents and match officials. Without them there would be no game.

· Remember the players are taking part for their enjoyment not yours. 

· Do not use offensive, discriminatory or obscene language or gestures. Do not harass or verbally abuse players, coaches, match officials or fellow spectators in any form.

· Do not ridicule players who make mistakes. 

Club Officials
All club officials should:-

· Accept the responsibilities of the role and set a good example of conduct and behavior  at all times and promote ethical principles

· Ensure TBC is aware of and follows best practice guidelines to safeguard our players/coaches

· Ensure all equipment and facilities meet safety requirements

· Encourage all players and coaches to abide by the rules and spirit of the game

· Show respect to match officials, coaches, players and others involved in the game

Sanctions

TBC will investigate and take disciplinary action against any alleged or suspected breach of this Code of Ethics and Conduct which may bring the game of basketball into disrepute.

The following sanctions may be imposed:- 

A warning about future conduct or a temporary /indefinite suspension from Templeogue  Basketball Club activities.
